Using the template below, cut 1, 1" circle from
freezer paper. (Do not add seam allowance).

Note: Stack 6 layers of freezer
paper & cut 6 perfect circles
at a time with a circle cutter if
you have it! (you may need
more in these 12 days...)

Press wax side of circle template to wrong side of
fatoric.

Dampen the center circle. Let it rest a few minutes
then remove the paper template. A slight pull
diagonally on the plate will release the paper. Let
the plate dry, then press it again with Mary Ellen's
Best Press.

Pressing wet blocks will distort them!

Appliqué The Tiny Dresden Plate

Fold §" background square in half both directions.
Finger press at center edges. Position plate on
background square. Glue edge only of plate to
background square as shown.

Appliqué the same way the center was stitched
with thread matching to petals. Don't trim away the
backing, it adds stability.
